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Some useful information:

P.E: 
Our PE lessons this term will be on Monday and Friday. Children will wear PE kit to school on their PE day.
· PE kit is as follows:
· Plain white polo shirt. Should parents wish to purchase with school logo, these are available from the school uniform providers.
· Plain navy (non-branded) shorts or skort.
· White socks (not tights)
· Navy school tracksuits available from our uniform providers or plain navy non-branded joggers and plain navy round next sweatshirt (no hoodies, no zipped jackets)
· Black trainers (please note children need to be able to tie their own laces if wearing trainers with laces!)
· NO jewellery for PE.

Reading: 
We encourage all children to read at home every day for at least 10 minutes after school. To help deepen their understanding and enjoyment of reading, we kindly ask that they write at least one sentence in their reading diary about what they have read.

Additionally, we would appreciate it if an adult could sign the diary each day to acknowledge and support their reading efforts.

To support your child’s reading development, Miss O’Sullivan or year 2 staff member will check reading diaries daily. We suggest that you talk with your child about what they’ve read e.g. “How do you think the character feels?” or “What do the pictures tell you about the story?” can really help build their comprehension skills.

Homework: 
Children will receive ten spellings as homework on Mondays and will be tested the following Monday. Times Table Rockstars should be played for a minimum of 15 minutes per day to improve their multiplication recall.
Creative curriculum homework provides a selection of learning opportunities to enhance your child’s understanding of our class learning across a range of subjects. Children must complete 6 activities within the time frame.
