Literacy: 
This term in Reception we will be:
· Writing our names and segmenting words for spelling
· Sequencing and retelling stories
· Learning and applying new vocabulary.  
· Writing cards and letters
· Exploring features of different texts 

Mathematics: Number/Numerical Patterns:
The children will be learning to:
· Recognise, describe and create patterns using shape, colour and numbers
· Recognise and write numerals 0-6
· Count and represent the numbers 0-6
· Compare numbers using the vocabulary of more than/less than
· Understand number sentences to begin to add and subtract objects

Understanding the World:
The children will be:
· Learning about similarities and differences between families
· Using their senses to explore and compare natural and urban environments 
· Look at maps of the world, United Kingdom and the local area and create their own maps.
· Learning about celebrations in different cultural communities such as Christmas, Bonfire night and Diwali

Expressive Arts and Design:
